The contemporary collection  “Ameri-
can Graffiti” by Dowling is a never-be-
fore-seen or sold extra-large-scale 
mixed-medium on canvas collection. 
Each masterpiece is large scale work that 
range in sizes from  5’ X 5’ to 5’ X 15’ in 
dimensions, museum mounted, and as of 
yet unframed. 

The subject matter is that of abstract 
symbols, color fields, shapes, and NEW 
original pop imagery.They consist of 
various primary and secondary colors 
that overlap and form abstract patterns 
including: animals, sealife, fantasies, 
creatures, and spacelings as Dowling 
refers to them.

The pieces are interesting and unique 
in that the various shapes, patterns and 
fantasy worlds overflow the boundaries 
of Dowling’s imagination and seamlessly 
mesh with one another to form a bright 
tapestry of various shapes, colors, worlds, 
and viewer impressions. 

The work is a rare example of an evolu-
tion in the artist’s signature impression-
istic and surreal-style creating his own 
basis for modern pop-culture themed 
works that combine abstract colors and 
worlds interconnected on canvas. This 
is in line with the artist’s now famous 
LONG ISLAND “Street Art” and diverse 
body of artworks and mediums that span 
his multi-decade career.
